When these strategies ended one
after another in the late 1990s, in 2001, he was put in power by
changing Clinton's failed Middle East policy 2001. George W.
Bush tried to establish a new policy in the Middle East with the
claim of rebuilding the weakened leadership of the United States.
Basically with the influence of neo-conservatives From the policy
of containment created within the framework of as military power
and moral openness “The US policy, which shifted to the pre-
emptive war strategy, has failed, especially as the Iraqg War has
shown, and weakened the US role in the region. This article is final
and the expectations of the Barack Obama administration and

discuss possible developments.
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1. Introduction

End of the Cold War Almost in the Middle East with the Gulf Crisis simultaneously. These two
developments had important implications for the political developments in the region. The most
important of these effects redefining the role and relations of the US in the region It has been.

Therefore, the USSR in the Middle East to prevent the possible activity, especially in this
context the Gulf and to ensure that it flows at affordable prices, during the Cold War, was one
of the most important pillars of the US's regional policy. In spite of the relative superiority of
the US, the USSR established alliances in the region and increased its influence in the region
with a pro-Arab attitude, which it adopted after the 1960s, especially in the Arab-Israeli conflict.
As a result The struggle between the two superpowers influenced the regional policy, and in
these years the regional Cold War was experienced in the Middle East.

However, the Cold War is not sufficient to explain all developments in the region. Arab
nationalism, the rise of political Islam, the Iranian revolution and even the Arab-Israeli major
developments in the region such as the recent analysis of the region formed by dynamics. In
this context, such developments affected the system as much as they were affected by the
international system. Similarly, although the end of the Cold War had a significant impact on
regional policy, this effect led to new results in interaction with regional dynamics. Bipolar
World End has a direct impact on Syria and Iraq.

Within this framework, the US has established a strategy of using its leading role at a global
and regional level to create a new Middle East order. This strategy is George The Bush
administration began in the last period, new elements with the Clinton administration has been
developed. The new strategy was sitting on a tripod: Arab-Israel Peace Process; Double Siege
policy and political and economic reform. Immediately after the Gulf War, the US
administration created the crisis He believed in the necessity of resolving the Arab-Israeli
conflict in order to protect the coalition and create a new regional order. For this purpose, a lot

of pressure on the Likud government in Israel was reluctant.
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Finally an international conference in 1991, Madrid Conference, gathered. The Madrid Peace
Process, consisting of both bilateral and multilateral negotiations, is short time. The United
States this time, the Norwegian Liberation in the mediation of Norway Organization (PLO) and
the Labor Party government in Israel reached and started the framework agreement began to
support the process. In the meantime, he worked on the progress of the negotiations within the
framework of Madrid. Therefore, the US's new strategy is important a size is a normal actor of
Israel to end the Arab-Israeli conflict and in the region to ensure acceptance.

The second leg of the US's new strategy is the Clinton era It was a double siege policy. This
policy would be seen as a source of instability in the region by Washington, which is expected
to dynamically enact the Arab-Israeli Peace Process. the two countries targeted were Irag and
Iran. This strategy is the In the post-war period, forces between Iran and Iraq in the Gulf it
meant abandoning its policy of ensuring balance. The US is now abandoning its policy of using
these two countries against each other and developing a new policy to isolate them both. US
new The Gulf policy had two most important reasons. First of all, the disintegration of the
USSR and with the emergence of a unipolar system, there was no power to support countries
against the US. Therefore, Washington He could isolate Iran. Moreover, the Gulf Cooperation
Council after the Gulf War. The member countries were developing military relations with the
United States and even began to be less cautious in providing a base for the US. Thus the US
military it would have the means to implement such a policy.

The isolation of Irag was carried out through the policies imposed on Irag in the UN umbrella
after the Gulf War. After the ceasefire agreement, the economic embargo on Iraq continued.
The United Nations Specail Commission (UNSCOM) was also assigned to oversee the weapons
of mass destruction in Irag. Finally, in response to the bloody rebellion of the Saddam regime,
the UN Security Council was the first to decide on humanitarian intervention in the north and
south of Iraq. With reference to this decision, the north of Iraq's 36th parallel and the south of
the 32nd parallel were expanded to 33rd. In this process, the region, which was formed by the
withdrawal of the central government from some areas in the north, passed from the control of
the central government to the administration of two Kurdish Kurds in the north, the Kurdistan
Democratic Party (KDP) led by Massoud Barzani and the Kurdistan Patriotic Union (PUK) led
by Jalal Talabani. All these developments limited Iragi sovereignty. US, Britain and France that
create and apply these policies was stationed at the air base in Turkey Hammer Force in Iraq.
The policy of the siege of Irag has been formed within the framework of the UN and the support
of other countries in a variety of ways. It has evolved as Washington's policy and in later years

stayed. The Clinton administration first decided to sanction Iran in 1995 with an execution order

Later in 1997, the Congress extended the sanctions imposed on Iran with the Iran-Libya
Sanctions Law. The most important element of the double siege policy is the Gulf the US
military presence was unprecedented in the region.

The last leg of the US's new Middle East order was the process of political and economic reform
in the region. This policy was one of the important pillars of the post-Cold War global policy.
In the end, the US's victory in the Cold War was seen as the triumph of liberal democracy and
capitalism that the US represented in this war. Now to get rid of the US pressure of regimes
There was no other superpower that they could approach. Within this framework as well as in
the Middle East, it supported political and economic reform. However, the US support for
political reform was very short. As in the case of Algeria, the US decided to abandon the
political reform process, as the political Islamists in these countries would benefit. Short
economic liberalization has been implemented in a controlled manner. Nevertheless, the US
supported the integration of Middle Eastern countries into the global economy in areas other
than oil.

By the mid-1990s, however, there were problems in every part of the US's new Middle East
policy. As mentioned above, the first limitation of this policy emerged in the foot of political
and economic reform. Soon, significant problems were encountered in the other two pillars of
the US's new Middle East order. The most important success of the Arab-Israeli Peace Process
in Israel in 1994 and Jordan. Jordan became the second Arab country to make peace with Israel
after Egypt. However, this was an expected development. The other feet of the Peace Process
were facing increasing problems. Yasser Arafat with the agreements signed within the
framework of the Oslo Peace Process. He returned to Palestine and was elected President of the
Palestinian Authority. A parliament was formed as a result of the elections, and Palestinian-
Israeli relations faced major crises in the second half of the 1990s, although the administration
in the West Bank and Gaza was transferred to the Palestinian Authority. As a result, the peace
process ended in 2000 and the Israeli-Palestinian relations evolved into a more problematic one.
Similarly, Israel-Syria talks ended in 2000 as well.

On the other hand, the double siege policy faced serious problems. The US policy on Iraq has
been increasingly criticized by its allies. In the mid-1990s, one of the permanent members of
the Security Council, France, Russia and China, began to say that the sanctions and inspections
on Iraq should now end. These countries signed oil exploration agreements with the Iraqi
administration. France is out of Hammer Power. The countries of the region have also started

to openly criticize the US policy. On the other hand, various UN agencies have started to reveal
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how sanctions imposed on Iraq have harmed the Iragi people. In short, there was no longer any
international and regional consensus on Irag.

The US's policy of siege of Iran has never received the support of its allies. In contrast to US
policy, the European Union (EU) began to implement a segil critical dialogue “against Iran and
a’ constructive link mn policy after the election of the reformist Khatami as president. On the
other hand, a natural gas pipeline deal with Iran, a country the United States by listening to their
protests could play a critical role in the implementation of these policies such as Turkey.
Problems in the double siege policy began to be criticized in the United States since the mid-
1990s. In particular, the Republicans regarded this policy as one of the failures of the Clinton
administration. 11 September and the effort to reshape the Middle East George W. Bush, who
took office in January 2001, changed the Middle East policy of the Clinton administration,
which he saw as failing he came to power with the claim. Although the Middle East policy of
the new administration also carries characteristics related to the region, It was also greatly
influenced by the project of building the US leadership. The ideology of the neo-conservatives
who took part in the Bush administration the direction of the Bush administration's policies He
gave. Believing that the American global leadership was good for both America and the world,
the neo-conservatives were in favor of America's use of great military power to build and
strengthen the leadership.

Criticizing the policies of the Clinton era, the new conservatives, in order to support lar
America's global leadership The, founded the US government in 1997, as part of the New
American Century Project (The Project for the New Ameri Can Century). they argued that they
should pursue a policy of power and moral openness. The advocates of this ideology increased
their weight in the Bush administration after the September 11 attacks, and made it easier for
them to provide public support to their policies. Thus the new National developed in 2002. The
Security Strategy set out the principles of the Bush administration's new policy. For the
establishment of American hegemony, the US was now developing the doctrine of preventive
war, not the policy of containment. This kind of war, such as the support of international

organizations such as the UN he didn't need it.

4. Significance of Regional Situation

The Middle East region was of particular importance for the Bush administration in terms of
new foreign policy and security understanding and policies. Three main reasons for this First
of all, this region, which contains more than 60 percent of the world's oil reserves, is the key

for the global hegemony of the US as before. It was important. Moreover, the activity of the
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US here before and Japan's extreme dependence on Middle Eastern oil, now it was added that
the United States would be increasingly dependent on this region. In the second week the Bush
Administration came to power Developing a National Energy Policy led by Deputy Dick
Cheney The group had created. The report prepared by the Group is the need for Gulf oil will
be one of the most important sources. Second, the Bush administration US hegemony He
believed that the basic resistance came from the Arab / Muslim world. In this context, the new
administration seemed to be acting within the parameters of the 1 War of Civilization “proposed
by Samuel Huntington. 11" The September attacks strengthened these theses. On the other
hand, countries such as Irag and Iran The policies were disrupting the US's projects to redesign
the Middle East. Indeed, after the Cold War, US-led leadership The new Middle East order was
faced with problems. As described above The Arab-Israeli Peace Process has ended, and
challenges to US policy in Irag and Iran have increased. Finally, for the new-conservatives
Israel's security was of particular importance. For those who represent the Christian right and
the pro-Likud Jews within the neo-conservatives, the elimination of threats to security and the

restructuring of the region was essential in this respect.

5. Middle East Policy Analysis from different Cases

The following elements of the new US policy created within this general framework. First, it
was necessary to rebuild the American leadership, which was thought to be weakening in the
Middle East, and to break the resistance against the new Middle East order. The Bush
administration claimed that the policies of the Clinton era were showing weakness in America
and failed in both Irag and Iran. In this context, new policy-making efforts the administration
favored the policy set against these countries as a source of instability in the Middle East. As
mentioned above, this opinion was already supported by the neo-conservatives within the
administration. September 11 2001 attacks strengthened these views, obliterated the differences
within the administration and provided public support. Bush administration launched after
September 11. In the framework of the "war on terror”, he declared war on Irag. Furthermore,
in his “State of the Nation Silah speech, January 29, 2002, George W. Bush declared Iran the"
axis of evil "accusing Iraq and North Korea of supporting terrorism and trying to develop Mass
Destruction Weapons. Although Syria did not enter this list, Washington, unlike the Clinton
period, demonstrated that it would pursue a policy of exclusion of Syria in this new period.
The second characteristic of the Bush administration's policy is that Arab-Israeli conflict
resolution in terms of regional security and stability it wasn't important. Bush administration in

Israel Sharon government in Palestine accepted his approach to the problem as a matter of

Process. On the contrary, as mentioned above, it has a policy of isolating Syria. He blamed the
Syrian regime for supporting Hezbollah and Hamas, which he described as a terrorist
organization, and for supporting resistance fighters in Irag. The US condemns Syria's custody
of Lebanon, while in the period of Bush, Syria was withdrawn from Lebanon.

The last leg of the Bush administration’s Middle East policy was the democratization and
economic reforms, using military force, in the Middle East, called the Great Middle East
Project, if necessary. As mentioned earlier, Clinton had the idea of supporting political and
economic reforms. In fact, the foundations of this policy were a continuation with the liberal
discourse that became dominant in the international system in the 1980s. The liberal
international politics, which believed that liberal democracy and the free market economy
should be extended for international peace and prosperity, developed the doctrine of liberal
interventionism, especially with the weakening of the USSR and the end of the bipolar world.
In this period, this understanding dominated by international organizations is overwhelmed by
authoritarian and totalitarian regimes. The Bush administration has further developed this
rhetoric and made it part of the ru war on terror iist strategy launched after 9/11. Thus the neo-
conservatism and liberal interventionism ideologies in the Bush administration meet came. The
doctrine of the United States in the Middle East for years to stabilize stability he criticized the
fact that the anti-American contingent of peoples and social movements, which had been
affected by authoritarian regimes in the region due to this policy, formed. This view believes
that democracy and freedoms are the antidote to terrorism, and thus advocate regime change in
the Middle East.

6. Significance of those Policies

The first and most important application area of the Bush administration's new Middle East
strategy It was Irag. Important names of the new conservatives Charles Krauthammer he argued
that just before the war, Iraqg would provide both a practice site and a springboard to the basic
concepts of the doctrine. Really Iraqi The war turned out to be meaningful in terms of achieving
the fundamental Middle East policies discussed above by the Bush administration. USA one
hand Irag heal his reputation in the Middle East through mending he would show the enemy
and reestablish his dominant role. on the other hand ”Free and democratic Iraq’ which will be
created after Saddam, the whole Middle East to create a domino effect and to ignite the

transformation in the Middle East, which is the most resilient region in the world. From this

been very great. A large number of war it is clear that it cost the lives of civilian Iragis and US
soldiers. Also war and The American occupation has destroyed Iraq's infrastructure and
institutions. US invasion It has also been a huge burden on the American economy, and it has
been suggested that this burden is one of the major causes of the ongoing economic crisis.
American occupation has caused a great turmoil and instability in Irag and Iraq has become the
base of radical groups, as anti-war activists have previously warned. The new political structure
built on identities in Iraq created political instability and fueled sectarian and ethnic hostilities,
and the country witnessed Sunni and Shiite sectarian conflicts. Contrary to the expectations of
the Bush administration, Iraqi oil still could not enter the world market due to this situation in
the country. In general, the Iragi policies of the US have fueled anti-Americanism both in Iraq
and the region.

In addition to the problems in Iraq, the regional policy has developed in opposition to the new
regional policies of the United States. Iran and Syria, which the Bush administration announced
after the Iraqi target, increased their activities in the region. Especially Iran is not only in the
Gulf region but also in the Middle East. He has been struggling with the US. Recognizing that
the US's vision of the Middle East is against its own interests, Iran and its allies, such as Syria
and Hezbollah and Hamas, have done their best to prevent this vision from happening. Iran and
Syria have become active in both Iragi politics and in Lebanon and Palestine. This activity is
the policy of the US in Irag. In the Arab-Israeli front, Israel also turned into a military weak.
The theme of the Shiite-Sunni conflict, which the United States and its allies emphasized to
break the increasing Iranian influence in the region, further increased instability in countries

such as Iraq and Lebanon.

7. Conclusion

The democratization project was shelved in a short time. In Iraq as the Bush administration
argued, the challenges faced were once again challenging the democratization of the country.
Once again, it was once again understood that a democratic opening in the other Arab countries
would bring political Islamist parties to power, and the Bush administration completely

disappeared from the discourse of democratization, especially in its second period. In Palestine,
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reform is a key element in its policy and for elections to be held the Bush administration, who
continuously put pressure on these elections, won this election when Hamas won applied

For targeted
purposes to be realized for the realization of expenditures and expenditures revenues are
organized within the framework of the budget system. From the foundation of the Union to the
present a variety of budget system amendments were made (Zilfiioglu, 20011: 21).

Our work is very important for the functioning of the union and the implementation of policies
will try to make over the European Union expense budget. In the light of the findings
expenditure items of the unity budget and the periodic changes in these expenditures will be
detected.

In the first part of the four-part study; The general budget of the European Union structure,
properties and preparation phases will be discussed. In the second part; unity budgetary
expenditure items will be evaluated. In the third part; applied multi-year financial perspectives,
determined priority policies and the budget of these perspectives and how they affect their
expenditures. In the last section; previously the topics covered will be summarized and the
findings will be evaluated.

2. European Union Budget and Preparation Phase in General

According to this system, the community budget is calculated through the percentages of the
member states funded by contributions. Union budget, European Parliament, Council of

Ministers and It reflects the joint decision of the Commission on annual expenditure plans. This
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The budget is the text of the financial reconciliation between the institutions of the Union for a
specific year. (Wallece and Pollack, 2005: 191).

The Union's budget is one of the economic objectives and policies of the member states. the
existence and existence of different Union policies, the result is. Although the EU has not yet
become a classic act as a state to implement its own policies formed. Financed by various
income items, especially the Gross National Income share with this budget, expenditures are
being made to implement common policies and policies are tried to be directed. EU, which is a
reflection of the EU's common policies budget expenditures are also made for the realization of
these common policies. (Yilmazcan, 1999: 30). EU budget expenditures, the Union's common
policies it is important for the continuation of policies.

The volume of the Union budget is approximately 1% of the total national income of all member
states It is up. A large part of the budget revenues collected for the financing of expenditures
agriculture, fisheries, infrastructure, education and training, culture, labor force, social policy,
environment policies, health and consumer protection, research and development activities they
are allocated to common policies. In addition, freedom, justice and the development of security,
in this way to adopt the idea of European citizenship initiatives are supported. Some of the
budget resources are global support to economic development in the plane and to foreign
countries affected by natural disasters humanitarian aid.

Expenditure on the said areas is made by the Member States. limited by agreements. As a matter
of fact, the open connection is not permitted. So the budget the revenues to be collected on the
basis of the expenditures must meet the expenditure. In addition, the budget of the Union is
adopted by the member states' governments and parliaments. the upper expenditure limit has
been implemented” (European Commission (EC), 2007: 2).

According to this upper limit, which is called as esi Equity Ceiling Tav, the total Union shall
not exceed 1.24% of its national income by its expenditure or revenues.

In order to limit the Union budget in terms of expenditure items, Parliament for several years
from 1988 by the Council of Ministers and the Commission financial perspectives are
implemented. Finally, the fifth of financial perspectives, 2014 perspektif2020 Financial
Perspective was applied.

5 principles that the Community has adopted in terms of understanding the community's budget
we need to mention. These; principle of unity, principle of generality, principle of annuality,

principle of equality and is the principle of clarity.
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-With the principle of being together, income and expenses will be collected in a single
document and an effective distribution will be the subject of.

- The principle of generality is based on the principle that all revenues will be financed for all
expenditures.

- The annual principle of a fiscal year between 1 January and 31 December is a principle based
on budgeting. Long-term investment expenditures they can be said to be an exception to the
principle of being 1 year.

- The equality principle emphasizes the concept of equivalent budget. So made with income the
principle of equalization of expenditures has been adopted.

- The principle of clarity is a principle created to prevent confusion. Every allowance should be
reserved for the purpose. It should not be assigned to any other purpose other than this purpose.
Preparation phase of the EU budget Expenditure estimates for the various bodies of the
Community starts with. These estimates are notified to the Commission by 1 July at the latest.
The Commission prepares the first draft between July and August. Prepared this draft latest 1
September up to the Council. The draft budget is prepared by the Council in September. October
5 The draft budget is submitted to parliament. Budget bill in maximum 45 days is examined by.
If parliament approves the budget, the budget becomes final. But the budget if it is changed, it
is sent to the council again for the second review. Not more than 15 days here If the Council
adopts this amendment by parliament, the budget becomes final. Council If he does not accept
the changes in parliament, he is sent to parliament a second time. Parliament If the Council does
not accept the bill, the Settlement Procedure is established. On this procedure If the agreement
is reached, the budget shall be accepted and entered into force. If parliament rejects the budget

The Council prepares the new budget and the procedure starts again (Sahin, 1998: 119).

3. Spending Items of the EU Budget

At the Community level, which expenditures are to be made whether it is more effective at
Community or Community level, in other words, substitution is determined by the rule. Budget
expenditures Community policies for the purpose of realization (Bilici, 1997: 51). Structure of
Community Expenditures the maximum amounts that are generated in financial perspectives
Budget expenditures are made for the purpose of realizing community policies. There are two
types of budget expenditures: compulsory and non-compulsory expenditure. Compulsory
expenses are due to international agreements and EU agreements. expenditures are classified

(2014- 2020), the EU's financial outlook for the first time in 2007-2013 It is seen that a decrease
by 3.7% compared to the expenditure appropriations. Experienced more effective and qualified
resources to survive the impact of economic and financial crisis total expenditure in the budget
targeting economic growth and use When we look at the share of different expenditures;
sustainable with intelligent and inclusive growth where the growth is a priority policy of the
union and a significant part of the budget items.

Five different financial perspectives have been prepared for the first five years. Each budgetary
priorities for policies needed and determined in the financial perspective shows. Looking at the
EU budget expenditures in the last period; economic growth and making it sustainable;
increasing employment and competitiveness; resources are enabled and importance of policies

aimed at increasing economic use and the quality of expenditures he won.

In a study conducted by Mirhosseini in 1212, the clusters were Mir a group in which each
institution and company, suppliers and service providers are connected to each other to increase
the value added of firms fir. identified. In this context, clustering is a group of companies that
concentrate in a specific geographical region, create synergies among themselves, have the
opportunity to use external savings and have common challenges and opportunities
(Mirhosseini, 2012: 70). Humphry and Schmitz clustered in their work yarat 3C Approach to
Local Industrial Policy Polit, “creating regional wealth, competing with each other have defined
as a sectoral and regional concentration formed by enterprises that are collaborative and
interdependent and interdependent. In this context Clusters form the leri value chains bu, which
are the main arguments of global competition. they are composed of companies and institutions
that make up the economic structures (Humphrey and Schmitz, 1996: 1863-1864).

There are three basic characteristics of the concept of clustering from these definitions. The
first of these is that the clusters are associated with each other in the production process. is
composed of companies. Thus, companies can act jointly in areas such as products, inputs and
services. Second, clusters are concentrated in the same geography. In this case, the exchange of
information between companies and institutions easier. The third is the need for innovation and
therefore the cooperation with universities and other institutions.

Nowadays, rapidly changing technology and the changing rules of trade force firms to be more
innovative and more efficient. In order to stand out from the competition and gain a sustainable
competitive advantage they need innovation.

In this context, the
definition of the concept of competitiveness is used in different ways by different people and
by their surroundings. for an economist 1n better performance of a country against its rivals as
a reflection of national productivity and standard of living ene, for policy makers to er change
the ability of new regulations to compete in the business environment rakip and for the
employer 1n a reflection of market share for goods and services that produce at low cost In short,
there is no definitive definition, which can be accepted by everyone in terms of the concept of
competitiveness. In this context, the concept of competitiveness should be interpreted according

to the subject, needs and purpose (Saxena and Lozacinh, 2010: 16).

3. Cluster Studies from Turkey and the World

Clusters usually emerge spontaneously, while some clusters are formed within the framework
of state support and clustering policies. For example; developed countries especially Italy,
Germany, USA and Japan development develops and implements cluster policies. In addition,
developing countries are implementing policies on clustering. While the goals of each country's
policies on clustering are different, there are some common goals (Keskin, 2009: 157).

Silicon Valley, which has an important place in the development of information technologies,
was the first cluster example that emerged in America and recorded in this field. success has
soon led to the emergence of clusters in many areas, from food to textile, from construction

materials to defence industry. The hypothesis of ile convergence em derived from empirical
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findings in the Silicon Valley example; support for new industry clusters and regional
specialization of new links between telecommunications, the computer and the media industry
(Blanc, 2000: 6). Silicon Valley, University, and Scientific The intensity of the research,
climatic structure of the region, lifestyle (California lifestyle) and flexible thinking structure are
effective in attracting entrepreneurs. Silicon Valley is an example of clustering in which more
than 4500 firms are involved, attracting one third of the region's venture capital and forming
8% of the regional workforce (Sturgeon, 2003: 7-15).

The California wine cluster is another example of clustering. California wine set 680
commercial winery and thousands of independent grapes manufacturer. Also included is a
large-scale complementary industry that supports both winemaking and grape cultivation,
including vaccination, irrigation and harvesting equipment, barrels and labels, specialist public
relations and promotional companies, and numerous wine advertisements targeting consumer
and commercial audience (Porter). , 1998: 122).

In addition, the Australian (Victoria) Wine Cluster, Australia (Cairns) Tourism and
Accommodation Cluster, Spain Castellon Ceramic Cluster (Girsoy, 2008: 11-13), London and
USA - Wall Street Financial Cluster, Media Clustering in Hoollywood, Tourism in LasVegas
(Fun-Gambling) cluster is a successful cluster. Detroit and Convery cities in the US and South
Germany in the automotive industry, France-Paris tourism industry, Japan electronics, Swedish
financial industry, Norwegian maritime transport, Northern Italy textile and leather products
field, India-Bangalor Some of the examples of successful clustering in the software industry
(Keskin, 2009: 157-158).

From the perspective of Turkey cluster studies, it began in the 1999 earthquake began to heal
the scars of that period and has been the most common examples of organized industrial zones
and technoparks. The first pilot study on clustering in Turkey Competitive Advantage of Turkey
(CAT) was initiated by the group. The CAT group, which was initially a voluntary organization,
later became a non-governmental organization under the International Competition Research
Authority (URAK) (Eraslan, vezirconsalting.com).

In Turkey, as the basis of national cluster policies by developing industry with competitiveness
and to contribute to the development of the structure competitive to ensure sustainable export
growth as the ultimate "Development of a National Clustering Policy Project” prepared, 2007
was introduced officially in March and in March 2009 10 pilot projects roadmap for business
clusters in Turkey in the context tamamlanmistir.b were prepared and analyzed as
hususlardetayl necessary for the development of this pilot clusters. These pilot clusters include

elements of the family have been made during the breakdown.

It has been found in the study that there is no family that has
become financially viable, rather than their socio-economic status
has become more detorioted day after day. And through this
changing situation, people of Padmapukur village are trying to
stay on their own homesteads with the last penny of life. During
the erosion of the river, it has been observed that a broad
difference is seen between the present and previous profession.

It has been found that during the breakdown of the river, the
villagers who have been victims of river erosion, even lost the
arable land, have taken shelter in nearby villages, Upazillas or
adjacent districts. However, many of them have settled on the
previous land, but this has been possible when the transit was
created after the breakdown. However, in these cases, there can be
no specific change in the social status. Among these divergent
conditions, the people Padma Pukur have been staying.

Research has found that despite the repeated disruption of

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1. Location of the Kodabak River

Kodabak River originally started on the banks from Kodabak river near the Tahirpur of
Jhenaidah district on the east bank of Bhairab river. Since the main course of Bhairab is
separated from the Mathabhanga river, Tahirpur gets very little water flow at any time of the
year. But water flowed at Tahirpur as the main flow of Bhairab, which is rehabilitated through
Jibanagar and Coatchandpur areas, with the equatorial lake and drainage of groundwater.
However, the entire recycled flow of Bhairab River flowed, turning the direction of Tahirpur
down the direction of the river, falling into the river Kodabak. The Bhairab river basin of
Tahirpur is now completely dead due to geological changes.

The flow of the Kodabak river touch into the international border in Tuluni, Jhawgacha. It
receives water flow from the Arial Bil near Jhikargachha in Jessore district. In Jhikargachha,
it has two branches of Haripur and Bhadak river from West Bank. The rivers are now almost
dead for their irregular flow.

The highly active and muddy silt salts are affected by the water of the Kodabak river tidal in
Tala upazila. After entering Paikgacha Upazila of Khulna district, two branches came to
Kapilmuni in Jessore. On the basis of the main flow of Kodabak river in Kapilmuni, the river
leaves the direction and joins the river Shibsha in southeast to the Hariya river. The original
course of the Kodabak river is in the west, then on the north, and then in front of Gabura
Union of Satkhira district which mixed with the river of Kholpetua.

The Kodabak river basin has a large concave area, but there is little sweet water flows in the
upstream. On the other hand, this river carries heavy sediments during tide. Thus the river is
gradually being polycystic and draining. The problem of acute water logging in the low land
area of Keshabpur, Manirampur and Tala upazila of Satkhira.

From Tahirpur to Jhikargachha, the Kodabak river is 40 km long and about 60 kilometers
from Jhikargachha to Satkhira Khulna Road Bridge Bonnarpota (Haque, 2008: 53).

2. Current Intensity of River Erosion of the Kodabak River

The intensity of the current erosion of the Kobadak River are observed in koyra and
Shyamnagar upazilas of Khulna and Satkhira districts respectivelyh. Because these areas are
coastal, so the impact of breakdown is much more pronounced here. The intensity of the
breakdown was seen in the three unions namely South Bedkashi, North Bedkashi and Koyra
Union of Koara upazilla. A total of 30 kilometer road is badly damaged in the last riverbank

erosion. More than 20 thousands people lost their homesteads. Besides, schools, colleges,
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mosques, madrasas are facing enormous losses. According to the Upazila Parishad, the
property worth Tk. 100 crore was damaged.

So, Gabura, a union of Shyamnagar upazilla is falling victim to the riverbank erosion. Most
villages in this union are affected by breakdown. More than 10,000 families of this union
have become destitute due to the last riverbamk erosion. They lost almost all the wealth of
their house and now they are destitute. Basically the reason behind the breakdown of rivers is
due to the sea coastal position. As the Bay of Bengal is near, there is a pressure on
embankments in every day. In addition, in the monsoon season these embankments become

shaky. Due to which the breach is caused due to excessive increase of river water.

3. Adaptation Process of Local People

Adaptation or tactics or survival is a technique of facing any challenges socially and
economically. According to Smit et al. (2000) The word adaptation has been evolved from the
term adapt, which means making things/conditions/situations more suitable by alerting.
Adaptation refers to both the process of adapting and the condition of being adapted.
Adaptation is a process that protects people from the meteorological health effects of humans
but also avoids the adverse reaction of the environment.

Adaptation is basically two types-

1) Traditional adaptation

2) Designed Adaptation (Chowdhury & Azad, 2004: 86-87).

3.1 Traditional Adaptation

The main point of community effort is the conventional adaptation. Through this, people are
very sincerely trying to overcome losses due to the effect of any adverse environment.

In the past few years, community management has been playing a special role in tackling the
disasters. In this case, people should show more interest in running with any unforeseen
situation in the present and the future. For example, it is possible to take a quick step to play
an important role in tackling the effects of monsoon climate. Moreover, it has a role in

6. Investment Trends to Combat River Erosion

Although river erosion is recognized as a major disaster for rural and urban poverty unending,
it is still not possible to find the cooperation of policy makers and donor groups. However,
since the independence of the government, some steps have been taken in a small scale. But
this step is very little and temporary-based. This is one of the main initiative is Flood Action
Plan (FAP) out of all these steps. But the government's policy is very slow regarding the
procedures.

From the year 1971-72 and 1999-2000, the average allocation was only 1245 million BDT
annually. The entire parts of it come from the government's own fund. However, there was

little participation of donor groups in this regard. Various initiatives are noticed after this in
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1993: Secondary Towns Integrated Flood Protection Project (STIFPP), Dhaka Integrated
Flood Protection Project (DIFPP), Jamuna Multipurpose Bridge (JMB), River Training Works
and River Bank Protection Project (RBPP). None of these initiatives were not enough for the
rehabilitation of the disaster affected peoples. The initiatives taken by the government were
including the city-building project, flood control dam, blocking river in erosion area,
rebuilding of dams etc. But in this case, people with vulnerabilities need rehabilitation,
including poverty alleviation, education, and new housing construction assistance. But this
kind of initiative has not been noticed so far (Rahman, 2003: 86-87).

Besides, both government and non-governmentaly short-term and long-term measures are

taken for residents of coastal areas.

7. Short-term Measures
One of the government and non-government short-term measures is the rehabilitation of the
affected people, the various river policies, employment solutions and employment

opportunities. These are discussed below.

7.1 Rehabilitation of Affected People

In any disaster, government and non-governmental organizations operate an emergency
operation. But their support is not enough compare to necessities. Studies shown that a very
few residents of the affected areas can be rehabilitated.

Bangladesh has a long history of its land management. According to the Alluvium and
Villuviam law of 1825, the sediment land will be considered as the property of the actual
owner. The ownership of sediment land was handed over to the government. The purpose of
this order was to divide the Char lands from the hands of influential elites to landless
merchants. By the provisions of 1978 it revitalized it and the sediment land came to the actual
owners where the rights of old owners could be acknowledged. But through field
observations, there are some illegal processes going on. As time goes on in the process of
mischief, deceit of poor dwellers with the help of fraudulent fraud or with the help of the
settlement officer, such steps are taken to declare the land. Later, for a long time, the land was
taken under the name of fake owner.

Such incidents severely disrupt the rehabilitation process of the landless community. In 1994,
the law was changed again and the land was called it was said to be brought under

government control so that it could be distributed among poor landless populations.
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7.2 Various Remedy Policies for River Erosion

In fact, the chance of prevention of breakdown by taking short-term planning is very limited
and the scope of permanent migrations to the population is also inadequate. For this reason,
on the basis of material and socio-economic planning, it is necessary to deal with immediate
rehabilitation and take the risk of breakdown. If the proper steps are not taken, then the
problem of breakdown will continue to affect the economy and the human habitation of the
relevant region. In the initial stage of the planning process, long-term goals must be kept in

mind and reflecting the aspiration of the local experts and the hopes of remote people.

7.3 Creating Employment Opportunities

Employment opportunities are very limited due to the number of people infected in the areas.
But there is a unique opportunity to conduct life in a traditional way. Under the food project,
landless unskilled workers can be engaged in various activities. NGOs can take various steps
to manage works for unemployed people under special projects.

8. Long-term Steps
Many times government and non-governmental organizations take long-term measures based

on social, political and economic issues. It is mentioned below.

8.1 Right to Eat

The right to food is recognized as the most important fundamental right, because of the
absence of food, other political, economic independence becomes meaningless. Most of the
people who suffer from river erosion do not eat well, so they have to be fasted sometimes.
Many government and non-government organizations help to feed people who are affected by

river erosion.

8.2 Right to Habitats

The person who loses his residence thinks that he loses everything. As it is the main source of
survival and livelihood. River erosion is a disaster that manages to take away people's habitat,
so that the affected people become vulnerable and turns floating people. So the main problem
is that after the breakdown is to find out a safe place to live. These floating peoples then built
houses on embankments, roads and make temporary shelters on other lands. Government or

non-governmental initiatives such as rehabilitation are done in many cases.
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8.3 Right to Education

A human mind can not be developed without proper education. Education must be needed in
order to create emotional and positive emotions for people. In the research area, both
government and non-governmetn measures are seen to repair those academic institutions.
People dealing with river erosion lead to such a life which is very unstable and insecure,
where food is not available, and many children do not go to school for minimum education.
Again many times, many parents try to raise their income by employing boys instead of
sending schools. Indeed, there is lack of enough educational institutions in the displaced
areas. After the breakdown, the number of students dropped out from schools severely
because they have to move to other places with their parents. In those cases, those who leave

school are rarely admitted to school again because they are forced to work.

8.4 Right to Healthcare

Healthcare is a fundamental right of people which includes nutrition, healthy Food, sanitation
and clean Environment. Although the quality of medical services have improved significantly
in Bangladesh, but the poor people do not have the capability to accept this service. Although
the people of the land can accept it at some level, it is difficult to take advantage of the
opportunity for the reclining people those live in the chars. Maternal health care, family
planning, and child health are almost absent in all these (Char) areas. Moreover, government
health officials in the river do not agree to go. In these areas, maternal and child mortality

rates are very high.

8.5 Migrated people and Sanitation’s Rights

People in the research area suffer from severe sanitation problems. Most people who live on
embankments and on the road side they don’t have the opportunity to use safe sanitation and
toilets. In particular cases, many people use bush jumps instead of using raw or seasoned
latrines. Although many people use latrines, they can not be called sanitary latrines. In this
case, lack of understanding about their ignorance, illiteracy, and disease germs is the main

reason. Most of the people in the area are deprived of sanitary facilities.

8.6 Right to Drinking Safe Water
The previous discussion shows that people with disruption are deprived of safe drinking

water. Most of them do not have the ability to arrange tubewells for drinking water. They
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(immigrants) can not collect water from their rich neighborhoods tube well. Because they are
not allowed to collect water from there.

As a result, they take unsafe water from the river. But the right to drink safe food with health
and healthcare is directly involved. Therefore, it is not possible to ensure the right to health of

those who have lost their lives in safe drinking water and food insecurity.

8.7 Political Rights

Women voting right are also associated with river erosion. Although their franchise is
included in the constitution, sometimes they are excluded from the voters list due to limited
livelihood, housing change and social isolation. In the case of women, due to their lonely
career and patriarchal system, limited mobility and political environment prevent them from

voting rights.

8.8 Right to Work

As a result of river erosion, changes in new areas of immigration and change in labor
conditions are also noticed. In this case, the issue of labor women in outside area is also
important to sustain their household. Women used to labor only at home before, but in order
to adapt them to the changing situation of river erosion, women also have to labor outside
along with the household. In this case, women do various functions like cooking, bathing,
roasting, cooking, cloth washing, roasting and snewing clothes at home. Although the work of
men has narrowed after river-breakdown, women's work has increased and they can do some
additional works all year round. As a result, women can contribute towards household income

and their views are also becoming increasingly important in household decisions.

8.9 Economic Rights

Economic rights are essential for each person's development. This right of the people of the
affected areas is seriously decreaseed due to river erosion. Economic rights refers to access to
various types of economic resources (such as land, labor, financial capital, commodity and
market exchange, etc.). Every person has economic rights and these rights can be described as
follows- 1. Right to Land and natural resources, 2. Right to national credit, 3. Right to enjoy
fruit of labour and 4 Right to protect properties.

In these cases, the government and non-governmental organizations, even the institutions,
assist in the process of adaptation of river erosion in the coastal areas, but it is slightly smaller

than the requirement.
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8.10 Local’s Migration in the Sphere of River Erosion

The migration of Kodabak riverbank erosion affected peoples usually depends on socio-
economic issues. In this case, there is a lot of impact on food management. As the research
area is located in the sub-basin region of coastal areas, the relocation of the locals depends on
various subjects. For example, domesticated duck conditions, filling of riverbeds, cultivating
salinity tolerant crops, providing safe drinking water, floating gardens, depositing crops of
different periods etc. Residents of the area are also in the process of taking various steps.
However, government and non-governmental organizations involved in river erosion also

play an important role.

9. Maintenance of Ducks as Domestication Animals

The domestication of ducks in the research area has become one of the key centers of income.
After the disaster, many families are seen to rear ducks. Apart from these, the non-
governmental organization 'Beautiful Project’ distributed ducks among the distressed people

of the research area. And women's role in keeping goats is also noteworthy.

10. Construction and Maintenance of Embankments

The people of the research area have been able to stay in their areas by constructing and
repairing of the embankments. With the help of the government, work was done to prevent
river erosion. Besides, long-term projects were taken by various non-governmental
organizations. Among them, the 'Sushalon' and 'Islamic Relief' works in the research area to
repair the dam through a project “Food through works”. As a result, a large part of the local

population works under this project and they work for their livelihood.

11. Harvesting Salinity-tolerant Crops

After the river erosion, the amount of salinity on the soil has been increased many times in
these coastal areas. There is no way to cultivate any crop other than cultivating salinity-
toleranted crops. In this study area, shrimp cultivation has become the most acceptable and
profitable task. Many people are cultivating shrimp fishes on their land and many others take
lease land from others. But shrimp cultivation is not pleasant at all this time. Shrimp
cultivation is being disrupted due to various types of viral diseases. As a result, the inhabitants

of these regions have gradually moved towards another profession.
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12. Safe Water Supplies in Saline Areas

Safe water availability is very difficult due to the salinity of the coastal areas. Here the only
source of safe water is Deep tubewell. However, its number is very limited. There are 4
arsenic-free tubewells for 2,000 people in Padmapukur vllage of research area. But during the
river erosion, people of the area usually use big jar to keep rain water for their future

necessities.

13. Floating Garden

Floating gardens in the river erosion area are now becoming a very popular business. Due to
salinity, there is no other crop except shrimp in the arable land. For this reason, many families
are now cultivating different types of vegetables on the top of their houses. In the research
area, people have been cultivating various types of crops by staging raw materials near their

houses. For example, Brinjal and Leopards, etc.

14. Crop Production in Rainwater

After the river erosion, there was no possibility to produce any crop due to the salinity of the
water. But gradually the people of this region, using rain water, produce crops with different
monsoon, and now the people are turning towards rice cultivation. Recent trends of rice

cultivation are noticed.

15. Constructing Cyclone-resistant Shelters

Shortly after the river erosion, those who had to build a new residence were somehow natural
disaster-resistant. The misgration process is less witnessed for constructing this sort of houses
now a day. That's why the adaptation process is still very low. Basically their morale is very
important in the survival of the people of this region. Moreover, a shelter center has been
constructed recently in Padmapukur village. Besides, when the houses are destroyed in the
river during breakdown, various private organizations arrange their house and proper sewage
disposal. In addition to the adaptation of the people of the coastal region, the local people take

various steps in addition to the government and non-government organizations.
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
